· Q - AS9110 - process to transition 9100 certification to 9110 process?? -- If an organization is 9100, can the CB/Client take any credit from the 9100 effort to move to 9110??

· A - AS9110 is a separate certification and requires an initial assessment - IAF guidance provides minimum audit days and any credit that can be taken from 9100 to 9110.  RMC only states that 9110 is a separate certification and requires initial assessment.  There is no provision to allow for upgrade audits from ISO but per AS9104 8.2.5 from AS to AS, delta “audits” may be incorporated as the assessment.
· Q - Currently, can Americas CRBs issue AS9110 Certs?

· A - Currently, no CRBs are accredited to AS9110 so NO, an Americas CRB can not issue AS9110 certificates under the Americas system

· Q - there is inconsistent application in the sectors on acknowledging 9110 CRBs/Auditors based on 9100 versus stand alone (COFRAC accepts 9100 for 9110 - ANAB requires separate witness and accreditation process

· A - RMC will raise issue to OPMT

· A - AS9014 states no certificates or approvals may be issued (or re-issued) until all CA is closed -- this includes Minors.  For surveillance, the CRB defined process to be followed

· Q - AS9003 - OEMs in the space sector and NASA will be / are requiring compliance to AS9003 and request the AAQG/RMC include in ICOP
· A - AS9003 is a viable, current standard and is included in the ANAB accreditation programs, however the RMC and AAQG have decided not to have AS9003 as part of ICOP.  SAE states that the AAQG has no choice and must keep the document available and must maintain the document in the level of currency desired by a review process to occur at least once in 5 years.
