All participants are invited to submit one page abstract related to one of the Conference topics listed below. The abstracts will be reviewed by scientific committee within 6 working days. 


The abstract should follow this template example (A4 page set-up). Font should be 10 pt Times New Roman (12 pt bold and in lower case for the title). 

Poster sessions will focus on the following aspects related to two-wheelers:
1/ Research and Reduction of Emissions:

a/ Developments aftertreatment devises for gaseous emissions or (nano)particulates

b/ Lube oils & fuels

2/ CO2 emissions and fuel consumption

3/ Toxicity & Health Effects

4/ Alternative powertrains (EV, HEV)

5/ Legislation & inventories (emissions & noise) regulations for LEZ, in-use-inspection, conformity of production, comparison 2-S ( 4-S

The poster sessions enable the presentation of works that could not be included in the Conference presentations. Abstracts of these works will be included in the Conference Proceedings. Conference participants will be recommended to visit the poster session and discuss the issues with their authors.

The abstracts for posters must contain unpublished results on any original research subject related with one of the topics of interest listed before. Methods and results obtained so far must be described in the abstract. Tables and graphs (color or black and white) may be included. 


You can include up to five/six keywords. Figures (in color or in black and white) and Tables may be included in the abstract.

Abstracts which do not fulfill the standards will be rejected. Abstracts with < 300 words can not be considered.
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
