Q.  Who is on the Aerospace Council?

A.   The Council members are executives from the commercial, regional, general aviation, military, space and government agencies.  These leaders ensure that the program is well managed, progresses in a timely and cost efficient manner, meets user needs, and avoids duplication of effort.

A.  Twice a year, the Council sends out a request for agenda items to committee chairs.
