Membership

Q. Can I be involved in more than one committee?

A.  Yes.
Q. How does someone become a chair, vice chair, secretary (leadership position)?
A.  A committee member can relay his or her interest in becoming a chair, vice chair or secretary to the current chair of the committee for consideration.  When elections take place within the committee, the nomination will be considered.  The vice chair and secretary positions are appointed by the committee chair.
Q. Where can I find a list of all standards committees?

A.  The SAE Standards Works website contains a list of all standards committees--both aerospace and automotive.  http://www.sae.org/servlets/works/customer.do

Q. Can I get notification of future committee meetings?

A.  To obtain notifications of future committee meetings, a person must request to be on a committee roster. Contact the committee staff representative for details.

Q. Who has access to the committee roster?

A.  Committee rosters can only be viewed by committee members with a status of member, liaison or consultant.  Mailing list participants do not have access to view the committee roster.  
Q. How do I update my contact info?

Q. Does SAE provide my name to other organizations for solicitation?

A.  SAE does not provide member names to other organizations for solicitation.

Q. How do I become a committee member and what are the requirements?

A.  Individuals who have interest and expertise in the activities of a committee can request membership through the SAE Staff Representative.  Requests will be submitted to the Committee Chair who will determine the membership classification.   

Members should actively contribute to the effectiveness of the committee work.  Members who are absent, without alternate representation, from three consecutive committee meetings may be dropped from membership.  Failure to respond to three ballots may also be considered cause for revoking membership.  
Q. What is the Corporate Supporter program?

A.  Corporations provide financial support for the SAE Technical Standards Development Program. As a Corporate Supporter, your employees have the opportunity to attend committee meetings without having to pay an additional registration fee.

Q. What is the benefit of being a member?

A.  SAE membership includes one free subscription to Aerospace Engineering, Automotive Engineering or SAE Off-Highway Engineering.  SAE members receive 20% off most SAE publications, a free subscription to SAE Update, and free online access to the Worldwide Automotive Supplier Directory.  SAE members also receive free admission to one SAE congress of choice be it SAE World Congress, SAE Commercial Vehicle Engineering Congress or SAE AeroTech Congress.  Members have access to the online SAE Career Center and receive discounts on registration fees to more than 100 SAE conferences, seminars and learning events.  Technical committee participants receive a discount on SAE membership.
Q. Can I be a member/chair if I am a government employee?

A.  Leadership on SAE committees is open to any interested party; however, some government agencies have restrictions in place that do not allow government participants to hold voting member or chairperson positions on a committee.  Please consult your employer.

Q. What is the difference between a committee, subcommittee, task force, panel working group?

A.  A Committee is the group responsible for the Level 1 technical review (ballot) of documents.  Subcommittees, task forces, panels, and working groups are established for a specific subject or technical area and will prepare, develop, maintain, and promote all relevant technical reports within their scope.

Q. What is the role of a chair, vice chair, secretary, liaison, consultant, member, mailing list?

A.  Chair:  Plan and conduct meetings, manage and assign project, review the membership of the committee to maintain balance, manage the five-year review process, recommend revision of the committee charter, establish subgroup, appoint chairpersons and supervise operations, ensure the committee operates within its define scope and in accordance with SAE policies and procedure, coordinate with other committee on related project, ensure that a quorum of members are present during voting at a meeting, provide SAE with timely minutes of each meeting, ensure approval of minutes from the previous meeting and monitor committee ballots.

Vice Chair:  Assists the chair in the management duties of the committee and is responsible for fulfilling the obligations of the chair in his or her absence.

Secretary:  Responsible for recording all meeting minutes and such other functions as may be directed by the committee chair.

Liaison:  Liaisons coordinate with parallel activities occurring in the government, other associations, and related ASE Technical Committees.  Liaisons receive technical report ballots and may provide comments; however, their approval/disapproval is not tabulated in the approval requirements.

Consultant:  Serve as an editorial consultant employed by SAE.  Consultants receive technical report ballots and may provide comments; however, their approval/disapproval is not tabulated in the approval requirements.

Member:  Members are to contribute to the work of the technical committee, vote on all technical report ballots, and maintain active participation on the committee.

Mailing List Recipient:  Receive information on the committee meetings but do not receive information related to technical report ballots.
Q. How long is a chairman’s term?

A.  Committee Chairs serve a two-year term of office, which is renewable two times (not to exceed a total service of six years).  Re-nomination of chairpersons who have served the six-year service maximum requires review and approval by Aerospace Council.

Q. What is difference between Member U, P, GI?

A.  MemberU is a voting member of the committee and a “user” of the product/service of the committee.

MemberP is a voting member of the committee and a “producer” of the product/service of the committee.

MemberGI is a voting member of the committee and has a “general interest” to the product/service of the committee.

Q. What does committee membership balance mean?

A.  To ensure a competent and authoritative stature, the technical committee chair shall continuously aim to achieve an equitable balance of representation by interest (i.e., OEM, supplier, etc.)

Q. Do you have to be a Member of SAE to attend a meeting or join a committee?

A.  No.
