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FACT SHEET

The Body and Occupant Environment Steering Committee is part of the Truck and Bus Council.  The steering committee is responsible for initiating, developing, reviewing, and approving Recommended Practices, Standards, Draft Technical Reports, Technical Data Reports, and Information Reports related to the total vehicle.  The documentation activities address trucks, tractor-trailer combinations, and buses of all weight categories intended for highway use.

The Body and Occupant Environment Steering Committee acts as a liaison with committees from other councils when appropriate.
The Body and Occupant Environment Steering Committees is comprised of three committees dedicated to creating, preparing and maintaining all relevant specifications, standards, and requirements for trucks and buses of all weight categories.  These committees include:

Human Factors
Truck Crashworthiness
Windshield Wipers and Climate Control
Participants in the SAE Body and Occupant Environment Steering Committee include OEMs, suppliers, consulting firms, government, and others across the construction and agriculture industries.
