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A-21 COMMITTEE CHARTER

1. INTRODUCTION
This charter establishes objectives and procedures for Committee A-21 “Aircraft Noise Measurement and Aircraft Noise/Aviation Emission Modeling”.  The objectives of the committee are to develop and maintain relevancy of recommended practices for aircraft noise measurement and guidance for modeling of both aircraft noise and aviation emissions and to promote a unified technical approach to support the practical assessment of their impact.

2. SCOPE AND OBJECTIVES
A. Develop recommended practices for the measurement of aircraft noise and guidance for modeling of both aircraft noise and aviation emissions.

B. Review and maintain cognizance of similar standards as developed, issued and/or recommended by government, private agencies or technical societies.

C.  Encourage open and frequent communication between various agencies, companies, and individuals within the aircraft industry including government, industry, and the academic community.

D. Provide a forum for the exchange of ideas and opinions regarding the subject of measurement of aircraft noise and modeling of both aircraft noise and aviation emissions.

E. A-21 will not develop standards for environmentally acceptable levels of noise or emissions, nor will A-21 address strategies for the control of noise and emissions to meet international, national or local noise or emission standards.

3. ORGANIZATION AND MEMBERSHIP
SAE Committee A-21, in its operation uses a membership panel and project working teams as required to achieve the purpose stated above.

A. Committee
The committee shall consist of as many qualified members as necessary to accomplish the objectives stated herein.  Members will be selected from individuals working in the aerospace community including air carriers, manufacturers, government, consultants, and academia.  Committee members are eligible to vote on committee actions and it will be the responsibility of the Chairman to ensure that member status is equitably representative of all committee participants.

The objectives and operation of the committee will be in accordance with the Aerospace Council Organization and Operating Guide for the Aerospace Cooperative Engineering Program.

The tenure of office of each member shall be unlimited <MAUREEN SUGGEST LANGUAGE RE 3 YEAR LIMIT>.  Resignation from the committee, by any member, will be presented in writing to the Chairman, together, if possible, with a recommendation for a successor.

The committee will also consist of liaison and consultants without eligibility to vote on committee actions. 

Chairmanship shall rotate among the voting members for a duration of office to be not less than two (2) years.  Nominations for Chairman shall be submitted to the Aerospace Division Chairman for approval.  The Chairman will be responsible for the effective operation of the committee.

If required, the SAE Staff representative can be responsible for all meeting arrangements AND announcements.

The committee will liaison with cognizant committees on potential topics of mutual interest, as necessary.

B. Project Working Teams (PWT)

Project Working Teams consisting of as many qualified committee participants as necessary may be formed to accomplish specific tasks of interest.  The PWT will have an appointed focal point and the team will receive a designated title for recognition within the committee.  These teams will be retained until the completion of their assigned tasks.

C. Aerospace Division
Aerospace Division will provide policy guidance and surveillance over committee programs and may sanction or disapprove specific projects.

Copies of the A-21 meeting minutes and progress updates on specific standard development or review will be forwarded to the Division.  The Division, when necessary, will make assignments of technical projects and provide coordination of these projects toward completion.  The Division will also be responsible for project coordination within committees of the Division or other Divisions.

4. Procedures
The Chairman shall schedule committee meetings as required and prepare a request for agenda items that will be forwarded to the committee.  Agenda items may be the result of Division recommendation, committee survey, or by special request of a committee participant.  A working agenda will be circulated to the committee prior to scheduled meetings and presented for committee approval at the start of each meeting.

The committee will assign a sponsor for projects that evolve to become a new standard or existing standards that require review.  The sponsor shall develop all documentation and be responsible for all coordination necessary to prepare the new standard or revision for final ballot of the committee members.  When approved by the committee, project documentation will be submitted for coordination and approval by the Aerospace Division and the Aerospace Council in accordance with the Organization and Operating Guide for Aerospace Cooperative Engineering Program.  If approved, project documentation will then be released under the SAE publication system. 

In addition to the stated scope and objectives above, the committee may review and prepare documents for issuance by commercial or Government organizations upon request from such organizations.  

5. Authority
This charter establishes the Committee A-21 Aircraft Noise Measurement and Aircraft Noise/Aviation Emission Modeling and replaces all previous charters.
