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FINANCE

SAE Collegiate Chapters and Clubs may obtain support and funding from several sources including:  Collegiate Chapter dues, corporate sponsorships, alumni, local Professional SAE Section, etc.

Social activities sponsored by the branch should be self-supporting and financed by those who participate in them. 

Collegiate Chapter Allocation
SAE Collegiate Chapters may receive an allocation from SAE Headquarters annually to help offset its expenses.  You may receive USD $5.00 per paid student member, based on the total paid membership for the calendar year.

Eligibility:
· Your Collegiate Chapter must maintain at least 25 student members each year for 3 consecutive years in order to be eligible.  Clubs are not eligible for allocations.
