CHARTER 

SAE AE-7 DC Arc Fault Detection Panel

Overview

The existing SAE 5692 standard for arc fault circuit breakers is directed at alternating current systems, but there is no corresponding standard for direct current systems.    The SAE AE-7 DC Arc Fault Detection Panel will develop such a standard.

Mission

The panel, under AE-7 Subcommittee AE-7B oversight, will create a uniform standard for direct current arcing fault detection and interruption.   

Goals and Objectives

· Develop a standard for testing and evaluating direct current arc fault detection and interruption technologies.

· Produce a document set to guide compliance.

· Coordinate and promote awareness of the document among worldwide industries.

· Educate and train engineering professionals on the use of standard in device qualification.

Task Set 

· Initiate a document set to embody the development of the proposed standard
· Aerospace Information Report # TBD

· Aerospace Standard # TBD
· Distribute the charter among AE-7 membership as a call for participation in the standards development
· Lead the participants in a series of meetings to gather information, discuss issues, gain consensus, and format the documents.
· Conduct working sessions and present panel reports at semi-annual AE-7 committee meetings.
· Submit documents for Subcommittee ballotting, Committee concurrence, and Aerospace Council approval for publication.
