1. Welcome and Introductions

3. Updates on ongoing meetings with AAMI/ISO and other medical device organizations.  Continue discussion of slew rate of fundamental frequency, channelization of fundamental frequency, and tolerance of the fundamental frequency.  
4. Continue discussion on the action item of reviewing document from Sebastian on his proposed rewrite of section 10, this document was posted with October 6TH minutes.  Would like to have written proposals to review with group.  Input from Nissan on their review of section 10.  
5. Discussion on the test plan for measuring EMI of systems.  Want to discuss the field decay rate measurements to be performed.  Need to finalize agreement with this group so that test plan can be sent to FCC.  A link to the ZIP file containing this file was included in the October 6TH meeting minutes.
6. Continue discussion of coexistence with LF entry systems and TPMS.  Possibility of manufacturers of these systems to be present at this meeting to discuss.
7. Finalize on whether this group should be responsible for section 10.5 concerning EMF Exposure Prevention System Assessments or should this be handled by the test subcommittee.
8. Continue discussions on the EMI of circular reference coils when in the maximum offset.  Updates from OEM only meeting on reference coil simulations.
9. Comments on the EMC section of draft J2954.  Need to finalize in the draft J2954 document.  Please review present draft and make proposals if not satisfied with this section.
10. Next Meeting.  Sometime after face to face on November 6TH.  Possible date of November 17TH at 8:30AM to 10:30AM EST.
