Transportation Connections to Caltrans Offices in Sacramento
Directions to Division of Research, Innovation, and System Information offices located on the 5th floor of the Veterans Affairs building at 1227 O Street.  (The main Caltrans Headquarters building is one block west, with entrances on N and O Streets.)
Building entrance:  
Sign in with the guard on the first floor.  On the 5th floor, wait for the receptionist or a passing employee to let you in.
Air:  
Sacramento International Airport

Recommended connection to downtown: Yolo bus.  Rental cars, shuttles, and taxis are also available.

Yolo bus: At the airport, bring $2 to the public transportation stand next to the rental car bus stand.  Board Route 42 A, then in 20 minutes get off at the last stop, L and 13th (in front of the Hyatt Regency).  Cross the Capital Park on foot to get to 1227 O Street.  This bus also runs near many downtown hotels.
To return to the airport, board Route 42 B at L and 13th.

Rail:  
From San Jose and points north, take the Capitol Corridor train to Sacramento Amtrak Station.  (Other trains are also available.)  At the station take a cab, walk, or board the light rail Gold line towards Sunrise.  In 7 mins, get off at Archives Plaza and walk 2 blocks east to 1227 O Street.

Car: 
Note that many streets around the Capital are one way.  O Street is 2 ways, but it is blocked to traffic between 12th and 13th Streets.  
Parking:  There are$6 all day meters on 13th between O and P Streets and on the north side of P between 13th and 14th.  These spots are easiest to get before 9 AM.  P St is one way Westbound.  There are 2 hour meters outside the building, by the park, and elsewhere.
If you miss out on the parking meters and didn’t secure parking in a Caltrans facility in advance, you can park at your hotel, or in the garage on 13th Street between O and P.  It is $20/day.  There is also 2 hour unmetered parking available south of P Street.  Parking tickets are $58.
A limited number of surface lot parking spaces may be available for advance reservation through your Caltrans host.  Also notify your host if you will need handicap parking.
